The variation will not alter the essential character of the locality.  Though a rural residence is 
located to the immediate north, the area is essentially rural in nature.  The area is zoned 
agricultural. 

 
For the purpose of supplementing the above standards, the Planning and Zoning Commission, in 
making this determination where there are practical difficulties or particular hardships, shall also take 
into consideration the extent to which the following facts, favorable to the applicant, have been 
established by the evidence: 
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1. That the particular physical surroundings, shape, or topographical conditions of the specific 
property involved will bring a particular hardship upon the owner as distinguished from a mere 
inconvenience if the strict letter of the regulations were to be carried out. 

 
The topographical conditions should not bring a particular hardship upon the owner.  The shape of 
the property brings a hardship upon the owner.  In order to locate the riding stable within the 
required setbacks, the structure will be within the required separation distance. 
 

2. That the conditions upon which the petition for variation are based would not be applicable 
generally to other property within the zoning classification.  

 
The conditions upon which the petition for variation are based would not be applicable to other 
property within the zoning classification.  The applicants are proposing a new structure that is within 
500 feet of a residential district.  A-1 parcels, created after the 1978 zoning ordinance, with a 
Special Use for a riding stable are required to meet a separation distance of 500 feet. 

 
3. That the purpose of the variation is not based exclusively upon a desire to make more money out of 

the property. 
 

The purpose of the variation is not based exclusively upon a desire to make more money out of the 
property.  Trinity Services selected this site based partly on the rural nature of the area.  The riding 
program is a service that is provided to developmentally disabled clients.  Making more money 
would not be considered the main desire to obtain a variance on the subject parcel. 

 
4. That the alleged difficulty or hardship has not been created by any person presently having an 

interest in the property. 
 

The hardship was created by the applicant.  The riding stable is being constructed within a required 
separation distance of a residential-zoned parcel. 
 

5. That the granting of the variation will not be detrimental to the public welfare or unduly injurious to 
other property or improvements in the neighborhood in which the property is located. 

 
The granting of the variation will not be detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to other 
property in the neighborhood.  Similar uses are conducted on the surrounding parcels.  The other 
properties in the neighborhood are agricultural in nature.  No improvements or new developments 
are proposed in the immediate area.   

 
6. That the proposed variation will not impair an adequate supply of air to adjacent property, or 

substantially increase the danger of fire, or otherwise endanger the public safety, or substantially 
diminish or impair property values within the neighborhood. 
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
